Team Spirit

Rules of the Game

1. All teams must enter the game with the spirit of play and fun present.  All teams must use their best teaming skills to win.

2. Most of the task work is to be done at your tables.  The instruction sheets indicate where you need to go if the task is to be accomplished someplace else.  How you employ your team members on various tasks is up to you.  Some tasks require minimum # of players to be involved.  Take some time to read the Team Spirit Guidebook.  Each team has 3 copies on your tables.

3. Score as many points as you can by accomplishing as many tasks as possible within the allotted time – From the start until 5:00 PM.  Each task has its own instruction sheet in the Team Spirit Guidebook.

4. All the task instructions are listed in your Team Spirit Guidebook.  The Adventure Learning Associates  Facilitators are available to answer questions and verify scoring.  Their rulings are final.

5. If you have a question or need an answer verified for a score, wave the orange flag at your tables and an Adventure Learning Associates staff member will come to you.  All scoring must be verified by an Adventure Learning Associates Facilitator.  This applies to all the Tasks except #s 16, 17, 19, 20, 21.  These tasks will be accomplished at locations indicated on the instruction sheets.

6. Use the Official score sheet inside the cover of the Team Spirit Guidebook to keep track of your points.

7. Each team must do #22 – The Spaghetti Bridge.  Not doing #22 will cost your team 500 points.  All other tasks are to be selected by your team.  Your strategizing is important to your success.  Note that there are limited resources for Tasks # 19 and 21 (4 each are available).

8. No partial scores will be given.  Tasks are scored all or nothing unless otherwise indicated in the instructions.

9. All the debrief questions and process checks must be answered to the satisfaction of the Adventure Learning Associates facilitator assigned to your team.

10. No cheating, interference, or unruly play will be allowed.  Teams that can’t play by the rules will be fully disqualified from the competition.  It is assumed that everyone will play fair, play hard, and work towards the goal of winning Team Spirit.

11. All of your supplies for most of the tasks are in the bag on your table or in the Guidebook.

12. The top 3 teams with the most points at the end of the event win 1st, 2nd, 3rd places: The prize is $1500, $500, $250 donations to the charity of the team’s choice.
